 Brochure Task
Create a brochure about Canada that provides information about its natural resources, culture, languages, current politics/issues, geography, and standard of living.  The brochure is not an in depth study of a topic but it should give enough information to grab and keep the readers interest from start to finish. 

A brochure may cover a broad topic but it shouldn't contain so much information that it overwhelms the reader. Choose 2 to 3 key points about each area.  These should be important elements.  You are not writing paragraphs you are listing the facts in a simple bullet list or chart somewhere in your brochure. 

In addition to what your brochure says, you must decide the best format to present your information. Different formats work best for brochures with lots of text, lots of pictures, small blocks of text, lists, charts, or maps. You'll need to find the format that works best for your information. 

Questions to ask as you research:

· Are there maps? photos? diagrams? other illustrations? 

· What kind of language and vocabulary is used? 

· How is text presented? paragraphs? bulleted lists? 

· Are there specific places highlighted? What kind?
